If this work involves crossing an existing
City-owned utility, a plan and profile is
required, which also means that a

prerequisite potholing permit is needed.

development or sale, or

e |f deemed necessary by City staff.

A 7-day posting will be required for any tree
removal (emergencies can be expedited by
Forestry Manager)

Residential Landscaping - $25
Commercial Landscaping - $50 base + $50 per hour
of review time
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Oversized/Overweight Loads

Used for movement of oversized or overweight
loads within the City of Greeley limits.

A valid CDOT Oversize and Overweight Transport
Permit is required.

Type: Public Space Over Sized or Over Weight

Used for any type of activity or event that is not
work or construction based within the Public
Space.

Permit applications must be submitted no less
than 60 days and no more than 6 months prior to
the proposed event.
